April 20th General Membership Meeting  
Guest speaker will be Ken Schein, who retired as the District Forester of The Chama District, and is currently employed with 

the New Mexico Forestry Division, training firefighters how to fight forest fires, among other endeavors. Since most skiers h ave 

seen the insect destruction of the forests in parts of Colorado, Ken will talk about the disturbance factors of forested area s at 

high elevations, including bark beetles, Spruce budworm, and Aspen tent caterpillar.   He will also discuss the dynamics of fores t 

ecosystems, fire's role in forest ecosystems, and how that role varies depending on the forest type.   

Ken has a degree in Forest Management from Northern Arizona University. Most of his career has been heavily involved in 

forest management work to restore pre -settlement conditions on private lands in New Mexico (putting the forests back into a 

healthy state). Fighting fire is also part of the job, and he advanced to a relative high level in the NM system. He has traveled 

the western states fighting fires for many years.
